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THE CHAMPIONS

SYC Champions continue to demonstrate their dedication to the sport of
bowling after the event concludes. Many continue to find ways to give
back to their local communities and encourage other youth athletes to
participate in competitive activities or even find ways to start their own
youth tournaments to grow the sport.

Past champions have continued to excel at the youth level earning national
titles and representing the United States on Jr. Team USA. Some of the
athletes have also used what they learn to compete collegiately and even
on the PBA and PWBA Tours. Their dedication to the sport is evident but
SYC athletes also learn to be dedicated to giving back and staying
committed to their education. Through scholarship and the opportunities to
learn about college bowling, athletes develop a desire to continue to learn
at a higher level and discover their passions. The opportunities available to
these bowlers through the sport of bowling are endless. The SYC builds
connections for these families that can last a lifetime.

Junior Team USA member, Gianna Brandolino, age 16, recently tied the
record for SYC Titles when she earned title #12 at the SYC in Michigan.
Brandolino earned her first SYC title at the first event she bowled in Smyrna
in 2019. Since 2022, she has bowled just 11 events and won 8 titles. In total,
she has won 12 of 19 events. The Brandolino family have been supportive
of the SYC events and their fellow competitors since Gianna was in the U12
division. Brandolino also competed in the PTQ for the PWBA Rockford
Open and made it into the main field.

Prior to Brandolino, the SYC title record was held by Spencer Robarge and
Jillian Martin at 12 SYC titles each. Robarge who now attends Wichita State
University finished third at the 2021 USBC Masters. He was named the
National Collegiate Bowling Coaches Association (NCBCA) Rookie of the
Year in 2022. In 2023, he was hamed NCBCA Most Valuable Player and
NCBCA Player of the Year. Jillian Martin notably became the youngest
PWBA Champion at 17 years old, earning the 2021 PWBA BowITV Classic
title. She was named NTCA Rookie of the Year in 2023 and earned the U.S.
Amateur Title in 2023 and made two stepladder finals on the 2023 PWBA
Tour. They both are currently members of Team USA. In 2024, she became
the youngest to win a USBC Queens title in Green Bay.

“The SYC was created and continues to be conducted with a pure heart
and clear vision that youth are the future of the sport,” Hulsenberg said. “If
you have bowled or plan to bowl an SYC, we thank you. We are committed
to growing the sport together and continuing to do good along the way."

Any Issues During The Round

If you have issues during a game such as a scoring issue or anything you need help with,
find a tournament official and clearly explain what occurred. The official will ask other

bowlers on the pair if they saw what occurred.

If you have a foul dispute, stay at the line and ask another bowler to check to make sure

your foot is behind the line. Then find an official.
Writing Down the Scores

One bowler (or parent) can volunteer to keep scores for the pair at the
SYC. This is usually the first person who finishes on the pair. We ask that
these sheets are left in the bowlers area so our score keepers can easily
find them when they are collecting scores between games.

If you are NOT writing down your scores, check your score to be sure that
it is written correctly.

Make a Friend

Introduce yourself to all the bowlers on your pair before you get started.
Parents, this goes for you too! Great friends are made at the SYC & other
parents have great advice for traveling, finding tournaments, and
competition.
